hy am I always yearning for Swami’s feet?

Why am I so anxious to touch them? Why
do I cry and yearn so much? It is not the bond of
yesterday or today. It is not the desire of yester-
day or today. I have been crying for God’s feet
from a young age. When I touched Swami’s feet
for the first time in Puttaparthi, I wrote a hun-
dred poems about it. Would anyone in the
world write 100 poems after taking
padanamaskar? Here are two of the poems I
wrote at that time,

The Krishna who I have cried my entire life,
Whose measure is world and sky,
Stands in front of me

In this manner, I wrote 98 more poems in cele-
bration of my first padanamaskar. My anxiety
and eagerness to see God has been with me
since childhood. These poems reveal this. I
wrote every poem with an unquenchable thirst
for Krishna. To see His form giving
padanamaskar was the inspiration.

Why this eagerness? It is because those feet
were in my hands. As I separated from Him,
my mind now yearns for His feet.

Let us see about Lakshmi’s marriage. When
Goddess Lakshmi emerged from the ocean
of milk she held a garland for Swayamvara.
All the Devas who had gathered desired her.
She said, “I will garland the one who is not
interested in me.” Lakshmi garlanded Lord
Vishnu, who was in Yoga Nidra and then
calmly sat at His feet and performed Pada
seva. Lakshmi is the goddess of wealth.

She showed that God’s feet alone are the
greatest wealth. This is the wealth we must
secure. This is the lesson she shows to the
world. Yet, the people of the world have for-
gotten this and are spending their entire
lives collecting material wealth. It is enough
if we catch hold of God’s feet. This will free
us from the cycle of birth and death. How-
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ever in this age of Kali,
people’s minds are im-
mersed only in perish-
able wealth. All actions
are performed to accu-
mulate this wealth.
Yearn for the wealth of
God. This is enough.
Thereafter all wealth
will come to us.

All born in this age of
Kali are suffering
greatly. Seeing this,
Lakshmi desired to gift
the Lord’s feet, which
were in her hands, to
all. It is for this reason
she performed severe
penance for many ages.
She asked the Lord to
descend as Avatar; she
desired that all should
enjoy the bliss that she
experiences.

Why 1s Swami so emotional?

fter I emptied myself, Swami filled His Truth in me.
He then said, “I am going to perform a Prema pen-
ance.

Only now, after so many years has
Swami given this wonderful new
explanation. On 17th April 2001,
Swami asked me to come to Vash-
ista cave. There my life force went
to Him and His life force came to
me. We exchanged life forces.
Now my Prema is within Him and is
in the Witness state. I am writing
Truth (Sathyam) and He is melting
with my Prema. He cannot show any sternness. What-
ever anyone does, He remains calm. Even though Truth
is filled in me, as I have no ‘i’ it cannot function. God is
Sathyam, Truth. No... Truth is God. When God comes
as Avatar, He comes as Truth only. The life force of the
Avatar is nothing but Sathyam. His Sathyam life force is
functioning in me. My life force is Prema. I have come
to this world for my Prema. Through my Prema, I desire
to change all. Now this Prema, my life force, is function-
ing in Him. This is why He is always melting and very
emotional. Prema means melting.

Why did You create me like this? Day and night all are sleeping peacefully. Where do they find
time for all these things? Twenty-four hours in one day are not enough for me. This state is the very worst
for me. You make me like them, ever rolling in worldly life, eating, sleeping and talking about useless mat-
ters. You make me like this or show Yourself to me. What is this life? I cannot see You and I cannot forget
You. It is like Trishanku’s heaven! I cannot divert my mind from thoughts of You, even for a second. All
who are enjoying a peaceful life have performed sadhana for it in their previous birth, is it not? It must be

like that because you have no bias. You know dharma. I alone am the worst of the worst in this world.

want Swami. I want God. We must enter every as-
pect of creation and live together. This desire be-
comes New creation.

If He is God, I become His shakthi.
If He is a Deva, I am His Devi.

If He is a demon, I become a demoness.
If He is a worm, I will also become a worm.
If He were a tree, I become a creeper.
If He is the sand, I too am the sand.

In the same way, Swami becomes all that is male
throughout creation and I become every female aspect.
I have written this in many books; revealing stage by
stage how it happens. I wrote that if Swami is Brahma, I
am Saraswathi. If He is Vishnu, I am Lakshmi. If He is
Shiva, I become Parvathi. If He is Indra, I am Indrani.
We alone exist as all throughout the fourteen worlds.
This is the nature of my uncontainable Prema. Prema’s
desire is like this. The Sathya Yuga and the New Crea-
tion is born in the same way.

What then is the limit
for this Prema? We
have come in the
form of a man and a
woman to transform
the world. This is the
meaning of Prema as
it is, Prema. Sathya
as it is, Sathya. How
can this be com-
pared with the love
of an ordinary man?
How can you com-
pare this to the
Prema of the Avatar?
How can we compare this to the love of the Devas? How
can you compare this to the Prema of the Trinity,
Brahma, Shiva and Vishnu? How can you compare?
With what can you compare it? What example can we
give for this all pervading Prema? This is the Prema
of the Adi Moolam and Adi Shakthi. The Primal Soul
descended as the Avatar and brought His Spanda Shak-
thi with Him. The Prema that exists between them is
transforming the world. If the Adi Moolam descends as
Avatar, He comes with limits. Rama and Krishna de-
scended with limits.

Now the Primal Soul separates
Himself into three: my form, the
form which lived with me and
Swami’s form. The Shakthi of the
Primal Soul is Prema. God is Truth;
this is His nature. God’s Supreme
power or Shakthi is Prema. The
Shakthi of the Primal soul has the
same degree of purity and divinity
as His Truth. Only Prema can be
like this. It is ever expanding at the
universal level. The Adi Moolam,

This is the essence of this chapter
and all my books. My duty is to expand as Prema. His
responsibility is to enter all as Truth.

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Less talk, more pea

g oday I opened the Tamil transla-
tion of Sathya Sai Speaks, Vol. 2.
I read one thing from Swami’s dis-

course given on my birthday, Oct |

23, 1961. It was a quote from the end
of the talk. There He said, “Whatever
you do, first think, then do it...finish

the work without making any loud |

noise. Do all work with less conversa-
tion. You should not call anyone with
a loud voice, standing far away. Go
near to the person, otherwise make a
sign and call him. Loud noise is a sin
against Space. When we use water
and earth, at that time some sins like
this are committed.”

I wrote about this in the book
‘Chaitanya - God and His Consort’.

Swami asked me a question, “After
your marriage how did you call your
husband?”

I said, “I never called. I went near
and spoke.”

Swami asked why? I said, “Till now, I
never call anyone. I go near them
and talk or I wait till they come near

me.

This is my habit. Swami said the
same thing in Prasanthi Nilayam on
my birthday Oct 23, 1961. We should
not speak loudly. Particularly women
should not talk and laugh loudly. In
my house, my grandmother and my
aunties taught me like this. If we
speak or call loudly, our voice is go-
ing to the sky. Swami said this is a
big sin.

We can physically see the pollution
of water and the earth around us. For
example, there is a pond. Many
goats and bullocks go inside the
pond. People bathe and spit in the
pond making the water impure. In
the same way, we spit and pass
urine on the earth. It is all dirtiness.
This goes on right in front of our
eyes. However, our eyes cannot see
our speech, which pollutes the sky

(space). This
' voice is mixing
with the sky,
« so Swami says
= this is also a
- sin.

If feelings re-
main as feel-
ings, it is okay.
But, when the
feelings be-
come thoughts
and thoughts
become

words, that
sound pollutes
the space. We
call it Sabdha
Brahman. We must calmly worship
Brahman. This can be done by
avoiding loud and useless talk. Too
much talking disturbs the peace.
Less talk equals more peace.

When we speak too much, we waste
our energy. We also waste both our
time and the other person’s time. Ex-
cessive talk makes you tired. So talk
less and do more.

Once there was a heavy down pour
of rain. All the frogs were shouting.
When the rain stopped, the frogs
continued to shout and so the birds
came and took the frogs as their
food. In Tamil there is one proverb,
“The frog is spoiled by its mouth.”

Formula:
1) Too much talk = Time waste
2) Time waste = Energy waste

3) Energy waste = Tiredness of the
body

4) When the body is tired, we want
to eat and drink more.

8) This spoils the digestive system
and creates more unwanted feel-
ings.

So do not talk too much. Less talk
gives more peace.
